1. Basis of Presentation

The accompanying unaudited interim financial statements are prepared in accordance with Canadian
generally accepted accounting principles (“CGAAP”) on the going concern basis, which assumes that the 
Company will continue in operation for the foreseeable future and will be able to realize its assets and
discharge its liabilities. These financial statements do not include all of the information and disclosures
required by CGAAP for annual financial statements. In the opinion of management, all adjustments
considered necessary for fair presentation have been included in these financial statements. Operating
results for the period ended September 30, 2005 are not necessarily indicative of the results that may be
expected for the full year ending December 31, 2005. For further information, see the Company’s 
consolidated financial statements including the notes thereto for the year ended December 31, 2004.

2. Accounting Changes

(a) Stock-based Compensation
Effective January 1, 2002, the Company adopted the new recommendations of CICA Handbook Section 3870,
Stock-based Compensation and Other Stock-based Payments. This Section establishes standards for the
recognition, measurement and disclosure of stock-based compensation and other stock-based payments
made in exchange for goods and services. These new recommendations require that compensation for all
awards made to non-employees and certain awards made to employees be measured and recorded in the
financial statements at fair value. This Section also sets out a fair value based method of accounting for stock
options issued to employees and applies to awards granted on or after January 1, 2002.

(b) Capital Assets and Amortization
Capital assets are recorded at cost. Amortization of plant and equipment is provided on a straight-line basis at
a rate of 30% per annum. Minor additions are written off in the year of acquisition.

Use of Estimates - the preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian GAAP requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities
at the date of the financial statements. The most significant estimates are related to the carrying value of
resource interests and its recoverability, site restoration costs and asset retirement and related obligations.
Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Mineral Properties and Deferred Exploration Expenditures - In accordance with its accounting policies the
Company capitalizes exploration and development costs incurred on its exploration properties.
Management’s estimates of the recoverable reserves and resources, operating and capital costs and future 
metal prices are all subject to risks and uncertainties which may affect the assessment of recoverability of
amounts recorded for resource interests. Upon commencement of production capitalized costs will be
subject to depreciation and depletion over the estimated useful life of the project.
